SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS CHECKLIST

IMPORTANT!

No late or incomplete applications will be considered, and no parts of an application will be accepted after the deadline, except the official transcript mailed by the college registrar, which may arrive one week after the electronic submission of the application. It is your responsibility to make sure all required information is attached to this application. Check off the following requirements to be sure that your application is complete.

One electronic copy and one mailed paper copy of the completed Scholarship Application.  

_____ 2. 
One electronic copy and one mailed paper copy of the nomination statement by the nominating NCCCFA faculty member. 

_____ 3. 
One electronic copy and one mailed paper copy of the supporting essay by the applicant.

_____ 4. 
One official transcript under separate cover (mailed by the college registrar directly to the NCCCFA Scholarship Committee Chair). 

You must have completed 12 semester hours of coursework to be eligible to apply.  
By e-mail attachment send one electronic copy of the Scholarship Application, the faculty nomination statement, and the applicant's supporting essay to the NCCCFA Scholarship Committee Chair, Rachel Edwards, at redewards@sampsoncc.edu .
By US Mail send one paper copy of the Scholarship Application, the faculty nomination statement, and the applicant's supporting essay to Rachel Edwards, NCCCFA Scholarship Committee Chair, Sampson Community College, PO Box 318, Highway 24 West, Clinton, North Carolina 28329-0318.  
Have the college registrar send an official transcript of the applicant's completed courses and grades directly to Rachel Edwards at the above address.  The application is deemed received upon submission of the electronic copy, but will not be evaluated without the paper copy of the application and the transcript, which should arrive within a week of the electronic submission of the application.  
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Your application will be rated by a committee, and all information provided is considered in determining your eligibility. Applications with the highest ratings receive scholarships. It is important that you spend time preparing your application.  Type it if possible – neatness counts!

Applications are rated according to several factors: academic potential (GPA or GED equivalent score of 3.0 or greater), leadership activities (volunteer, church, club, community activities), honors or awards received, financial need, and other factors that may affect ability to attend college. 

To ensure the highest rating possible, be thorough in completing all the questions, and use the following guidelines: 

1. Answer ALL questions. Do not leave blank spaces. Use “N/A” if information does not apply to you.

2. Include your GPA. Do not say “See transcript” or refer to any other documents in the file. 

3.   Pay special attention to the student supporting essay under PERSONAL INFORMATION. Include all leadership experiences, including activities in college, high school, clubs, community, etc., and honors or awards you have received. SELL YOURSELF! 

4.   Be sure that your application is complete and that the electronic form of the Scholarship Application, the faculty nomination statement, and your supporting essay (all sent by e-mail attachment) are received by the deadline.  The paper copies of the Scholarship Application, the faculty nomination statement, and your supporting essay should arrive by US Mail within one week of the electronic submission of the application. The official transcript mailed by the college registrar should also be received within one week of the electronic submission of the application, or no later than April 29.  No incomplete application files will be considered.

5.   You must send an electronic copy of your Scholarship Application, your supporting essay, and the faculty nomination letter by e-mail attachment to redwards@sampsoncc.edu.  Do not fax the electronic copy.  Send a paper copy of your Scholarship Application, your supporting essay, and the faculty nomination statement by US Mail to Rachel Edwards, NCCCFA Scholarship Committee Chair, Sampson Community College, PO Box 318, Highway 24 West, Clinton, North Carolina 28329-0318.  Do not fax the paper copy.  The college registrar must send a transcript of the applicant's completed coursework and grades by US Mail to Rachel Edwards at the above address. Your application will be considered received upon receipt of the electronic copy in its entirety (application, supporting essay, and faculty nomination letter).  Your application will be reviewed by the committee only if the transcript is received from the registrar.

Statement of Purpose and Guidelines for the Student Scholarship Award

 The North Carolina Community College Faculty Association

The purpose of the NCCCFA scholarship awards is as follows:

1.  To assist students who exhibit financial need. 

2.  To assist students who have personal challenges such as being single parents, having minor children, being unemployed, or having any other handicap that could hinder them from graduating and achieving their academic goals.

3.  To reward academic excellence of students.

The guidelines for the NCCCFA scholarship application and subsequent awards are as follows:

1. Each applicant must be nominated by an NCCCFA member.  It is the responsibility of the nominating faculty member to verify the GPA and 12 hours of completed coursework for the student he or she is nominating.

2.  Each college in the North Carolina Community College System is permitted to submit three applications.  If the total number of applicants at a college exceeds three, NCCCFA members at the college will determine which applications will be submitted.   If more than three applications from one college are received by the NCCCFA Scholarship Committee Chair, only the first three received will be considered.

3. At the time of application, each applicant must be a full-time student at a community college in North Carolina and must have completed 12 credit hours of coursework.

4. The scholarship will be awarded in two installments of $500 each: one for Fall 2005 and the second for Spring 2006, provided the scholarship winner is still a student in good standing in the North Carolina Community College System.  Otherwise, the award will revert back to the NCCCFA.  The award will be distributed by the local financial aid office at the college of each winner.  All financial aid rules apply to this scholarship.
5. A student may be nominated and may receive the NCCCFA scholarship in subsequent years. 

6.  Three committees will be formed consisting of three NCCCFA members, one committee from each region (East, Central, and West), nine committee members total.

The East committee will review applicants from the Central region.

The West committee will review applicants from the East region.

The Central committee will review applicants from the West region. 

7.  The scholarship awards will be announced by May 15.  The winners are invited and encouraged to attend the annual meeting of the NCCCFA in Greensboro in October 2005 for public recognition.
